2021-2025.  This year Town staff asked the organizers to apply for a 
permit for the event. When there was not enough time for a permit to 
be issued staff said it could not happen this year. Members from 

different school groups attended the meeting asking for help from 

Town Council to ensure that they could still have the parade in 2026.

Town Council directed staff to continue the permit process on a 
shortened time line. Police Department and Town staff will meet with 
parents to determine details for a permit for the 2026 parade. Council 
Members also suggested getting student involvement in next year's 
process to ensure that students want to participate in this event.
