DROP OFF UNWANTED ITEMS & YARD WASTE AT FRONT RANGE LANDFILL
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The Front Range Landfill, located at 1830 Weld County Road 5 in Erie, will accept large household items and
yard waste. Hours of operation will be from 7:00 a.m. to 2:00 p.m. Residents may dispose of any large
household items as well as tree limbs or other yard waste FREE OF CHARGE. Residents must show either a
Town of Erie water bill or driver’s license with an Erie address as proof of residency. Reminder, as of July 1,
2013, electronic disposal is no longer allowed through trash and landfill services. Please note the following:
* Allloads must be covered
+ All load’s must be level with bed of the Truck and/or Trailer
+ Construction materials such as roofing shingles, concrete, and framing materials could be subject to
charges
* Items that will not be accepted include hazardous materials such as refrigerators, car batteries, tires,
and paint.
