Now, therefore, the Town Council does hereby proclaim May 11-17, 2026 as Police 

Week, and May 15, 2026, as Peace Officers’ Memorial Day in honor of those peace officers 

who, through their courageous deeds, have lost their lives or have become disabled in 

the performance of their duties. We urge every resident to join in commemorating police 

officers, past and present, who by their faithful and loyal devotion to their responsibilities 

have rendered a dedicated service to their communities and, in doing so, have established 

for themselves an enduring reputation for preserving the rights and security of all 

community members.
